1. Each selling space is approximately 10’x20’.  Cost is $55.00 per space and $70.00 for a corner location.  After March 28th, 2008 a $10.00 

processing fee will be required.

2. Merchandise sold at this open-air-antique and collectibles market will be restricted to the sale of antique and collectible merchandise only (nothing after 1960). This event is not for offering unrelated services, soliciting business, or for anything not approved by the event
3. committee. No games or slideshows allowed.  No junk merchandise! No new merchandise! Firearms, food or animals may not be sold. 
4. Rain or shine, the event will go on.  No refunds or credits will be made. Vendors who do not show up will not be refunded.

5. Supply your own tables and chairs, as none will be furnished or are available.  Tasteful presentation is encouraged.
6. Sellers setting up a canopy in a space must have it properly anchored and constructed. Management shall not be responsible or liable for
a seller’s use of a canopy or its construction. Seller shall hold management harmless from and indemnify management against any injury that may occur in a seller’s space due to the use of a canopy.

7. No pets allowed! Vendors cannot bring animals or pets into the show!

8. Sellers should move into their space between 5:30 – 7:00 a.m.  All sellers must be in their space and vehicles removed by 7:30 a.m. Seller will be denied vehicle entry after 7:00 a.m. and lose their space after 8:00 a.m. with no refunds.  Official selling hours are 8:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.
9. All sellers are required by law to have a state of California Resale Tax Permit for this event, and a City of Whittier business license.
10. Seller is advised that management assumes no responsibility whatsoever to insure the safety or protect in any way, the property of seller
from fire, theft, malicious mischief, accident or other causes. Seller is charged with the responsibility of protecting his/her own property at all times during the event.
11. Sellers should have all appropriate documentation available when entering the sale area (resale permit, fee receipt, valid ID).  Sellers resale
permit must be prominently displayed at all times.  One-Day Temporary Sellers permit available.
12. Philadelphia Street will be reopened at 3:30 p.m. for move out. No vehicles may enter prior to this time. Sellers must not pack up their
goods prior to 3:30 p.m., as this will reduce the effectiveness of the street faire and is unfair to other sellers and buyers alike. All sellers 

must be packed and off the street by 5:30 p.m. Streets will be reopened at 6:00 p.m. regardless of your time schedule.

13. When leaving, your space must be in the same clean condition as when you arrived.  Sellers must remove all merchandise and packing material brought in for sale. Failure to comply will result in a $25 clean-up charge.
14. Seller acknowledges that any claims arising out of the use of their motor vehicle is his/her responsibility. Motor vehicles are not to be
driven through the aisles from 7:30 a.m. – 3:30 p.m.

15. Seller shall comply with all applicable city, county, state and federal laws and shall hold management harmless against any failure to do 
so.
16. Deposit of check does not constitute acceptance. (If not accepted, a refund will be issued).
17. No vendor is allowed to play music. The Whittier Uptown Association provides music for consumers.
18. No sub-leasing or re-selling a space without prior written permission from the Whittier Uptown Association. Applicant is
responsible for their space they have rented.
19. Refunds, less a $25.00 cancellation fee, will be given only if request is made prior to 2 weeks before event. No refund will be given under       any circumstances if cancelled 2 weeks before the event.
20. Management reserves the right to formulate additional rules and regulations if necessary and seller shall abide by such additional rules 
and regulations.
NOTE:  Photo copy of current resale permit MUST be attached in order for application to be processed or send a self addressed

stamped envelope must be sent to receive a one day seller’s permit application.
