Entry Deadline: November 23, 2016
You will receive instructions & map for Your Assigned Division Location.

Assembly Area: Greenleaf Avenue from Hadley Street to Broadway, and on Comstock Avenue from
Broadway to Philadelphia Street.
Parade Route: South on Greenleaf Avenue from Hadley Street to Mar Vista Street, turning east on

Mar Vista Street to disperse on Washington Avenue, for a total of a mile and a half.

1. Complete the full dOfficial Entryé form and the description of your group or entry on the attached
page. Give full and specific details and any interesting information about your business or
organization. The Parade announcer will use this information as you approach the staging review area
for the cable telecast, so please be thorough and accurate.

2. Each entry must be identified by either a banner or sign for the Parade announcer and spectators.
Entrants must provide their own banner or sign.

3. We must receive your completed application, release of liability, and fee payment in our office no later than
November 23. We cannot process your entry until all of the forms are completed and fees paid.

4. Prior to the Parade, you will receive your Division and Entry number, along with a map of the assembly
area and formation details via email.

5. Cancellation notices must reach our office no later than November 30, 2016, prior to the Parade.

6. Parade Theme 2016: 0An Old Time in Uptown.¢ Please do your best to emphasize and carry the
celebratory theme of the Parade with your choice of costumes, décor, musical arrangements, routines,
and decorated Floats.

7. NO SANTAS in entries. The Parade has ONE OFFICIAL SANTA. Entries may not have Santa, but you may
have elves, reindeer, Mrs. Claus, snowmen, angels or any other Christmas themed characters.

8. ALL GROUP ESCORTS WALK ALONG LEFT SIDE OF GROUP. For all entries requiring walking escorts
along the Parade route, we request that escorts walk along the left side of Greenleaf so that you do not
obstruct the view of the Parade entry for filming and later the cable-watching audience.

9. NO HANDOUTS OF ANY KIND, INCLUDING CANDY, ALONG THE PARADE ROUTE. For safety and to limit
litter, please DO NOT throw or distribute anything to spectators including: flyers, brochures,
advertisements, candy, stuffed animals, toys, prizes, etc. There are NO exceptions to this policy.
Failure to comply will result in the business or organization being prohibited and banned from this and
any future Parades. Furthermore, any clean-up will be fined in the amount of $300 or more.
